


 
 
 

The new Lions ALERT program encourages Lions clubs to 
create pro-active emergency plans for three levels of 
emergencies. 
 

 A Level One emergency, such as a house fire or a 
localized flood affects a few people.  A single Lions Club 
can aid those affected by providing drinking water, 
shelter, clothing or other basic necessities. 

 

 A Level Two emergency affects a larger geographic area.  
A coordinated district response may be necessary to aid 
victims of large-scale fires, tornados or earthquakes.  
Lions’ districts may be eligible to request an LCIF 
Emergency Grant for a Level Two emergency. 
 

 A Level Three emergency affects hundreds or 
thousands of people.  Lions may work alongside 
government and other relief agencies such as the Red 
Cross to help victims of a Level Three emergency.

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International President 

Wing-Kun Tam 

Wing-Kun Tam of Hong Kong, China, was elected president of The International Association of 
Lions Clubs at the association's 95th International Convention, in Seattle, Washington, USA, in 
July, 2011. President Tam owns a transportation company in Hong Kong that employs over 200 
people in 20 offices worldwide. 

His presidential theme is “I Believe.” 

In 1981, President Tam married his wife Irene and together they had three children Alvin, 
Tiffany and Andrew. 

In that same year, Tam noticed a pin with the letter L on the lapel of a business associate.  
“What’s that?” asked Tam.  “If you join Lions, you elevate your status,” the associate told him.  
Tam decided to join.  “My club treated me like a family member.  As a new Lion I was like a 
baby and my club took care of me until I could stand on my own and be the one to nurture 
others.  Our clubs need to treat our members like family,” he says. 

Soon Tam was taking on large responsibilities in Lions.  Under his leadership, the Lions of his 
club raised US $2 million for a Nature Education Center.  Millions of Chinese were blind because 
of cataracts.  Tam and other Lions began meeting with Chinese officials to request that they 
allow Lions to initiate a cataract campaign.  Soon a pilot project was approved and funded by 
Lions, followed by Sight First China Action, which helped 5.2 million people recover their 
eyesight. 

Tam’s family changed dramatically when it was discovered that his wife had cancer.  For 15 
years he comforted his wife, took her to doctors and encouraged her to believe that she could 
conquer the disease, but Irene lost the battle. 

Tam was devastated but was once again inspired to service following the 2008 earthquake 
which struck China’s Sichuan Province, killing 70,000.  Tam called Lions Clubs Headquarters and 
asked for assistance.  Tam reached out to Lions in China too.  Teams of Chinese Lions drove 
hours to aid victims, and LCIF approved a US $50,000 catastrophe grant.

Dave Hajny, from Ennis, Montana, USA, was elected to serve a two-year term as a 
director of The International Association of Lions Clubs at the association’s 94th 
International Convention, held in Seattle, Washington, USA July 4-8, 2011. 
 
Director Hajny is retired from the Seattle, Washington Fire Department. 
 
A member of the Bozeman Lions Club, and a Lion since 1994, he has held many offices 
within the association, including club president, zone chair, council chair and district 
governor. He also served as Montana Lions Sight & Hearing Foundation vice president, 
Montana PDG Association president and a faculty member at the Regional Lions 
Leadership Institute.  
 
In recognition of his service to the association, he has received numerous awards 
including two Club Lion of the Year Awards, a PID Dr. Jack Dobush Fellowship, a PID 
Gary Tschache Fellowship, a Montana Lions Sight & Hearing Fellowship, a Presidential 
Leadership Medal, five International President’s Certificates of Appreciation and an 
International President’s Medal. He is also a Progressive Melvin Jones Fellow.  
 
In addition to his Lions activities, Director Hajny is active in numerous professional and 
community organizations, including the Madison Valley Hospital Foundation, the 
American Legion and the United States Selective Service Board for Montana. He has 
also served as chairperson of the Madison Valley Rural Fire Board.  
 
Director Hajny and his wife, Marie, also a Lion and a Melvin Jones Fellow, have three 
sons, one daughter and seven grandchildren. 
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District Governor

George moved to Montana 14 years ago and settled in the Bozeman area, originally 
hailing from Roseburg, Oregon.  Community service was just a way of life in the 
Chenoweth family.  They were key members of the nationally recognized Roseburg 
American Legion Baseball program for well over 25 years.  The Chenoweth family was 
permanently enshrined with a plaque of appreciation at the stadium, the programs 
highest honor, and at the time were only the third living people to be so honored. 
 
The time served in Legion Baseball led George to Lions.  The Umpqua Lions club served 
the concessions at Legion Field.  George knew many of the Lions, and what they did in 
the community.  One Lion in particular, Tom Hobbs, had a great impact on George.  
One of George’s duties was working on the ball field in the hot sun.  Tom would come 
in early and open the concession and make sure George got something cold to drink at 
no charge.  This took place almost every time there was a home game, year after year, 
especially on the hottest days. 
 
This left an incredible impression on George.  Upon arriving in Bozeman, he 
immediately contacted the President of the Bozeman Lions at the time and officially 
joined in July of 1998.  In these 13 years, George has held many officer positions in the 
Club, including President, three terms as Treasurer and Membership Chair, while 
serving and chairing several committees.  He has a deep passion for the Ronald 
McDonald House, Toys for Tots and other youth programs.  Together, George and Mary 
Kay Flanagan shared the vision of organizing the students at Montana State University.  
George also initiated the highly successful “Zone Hall of Fame.” 
 
George has received several awards and recognitions.  He is a Lion of the Year, 
Progressive Melvin Jones Fellow, and the recipient of two International President’s 
Appreciation Certificates.  He is a graduate of the Emerging Lions Leadership Institute 
and a Certified Guiding Lion.

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Protocol For District Governor’s Official Visit 
 

To assist Clubs in observing proper protocol, the following guidelines are being 
provided: 
 
Delegate a member, or members, to meet the District Governor upon arrival and 
see that he/she is properly entertained prior to call to order. 
 
Be sure that the place of honor, next to the President, on the right, at the head 
table, is reserved for the District Governor.  The Zone Chairman, if 
accompanying, should be seated to the right of the Governor. 
 
Advise your Program Chairman in advance of the Governor’s visit to avoid a 
conflicting program.  The District Governor is the program. 
 
The accepted form of introduction is for the Club President to introduce the Zone 
Chairman, who will, in turn, introduce the District Governor. 
 
Advise the Tailtwister to go easy on the Governor.  He/She is usually a good 
sport, but Tailtwisters, at times, get carried away, making things uncomfortable. 
 
Remind members, at meetings preceding his visit, that his/her Office demands 
respect; that they should rise and salute the Governor with applause when 
he/she is introduced; and further, that any member addressing the Governor 
should stand when doing so. 
 
Remember that he/she would like to meet with the Club Officers and Directors 
either prior or following your regular meeting.  Try to have 100% representation. 
 
Do not hesitate to discuss Club programs with your District Governor.  It is 
his/her job to help solve problems and give new ideas to Clubs that have run out 
of ideas.  Maybe your Club has ideas that will help others.  Make this meeting 
with your District Governor a real “down to earth get-together.”
